During these sessions, those inquiring into the Catholic Faith will 
spend time learning about the Catholic Faith, reflecting on God’s word, and having 
an opportunity for a deepening prayer life. It is taking time away from our daily 
routines to grow into a deeper relationship with Jesus.  Participants will also 
discern whether God is calling them to take this step on their spiritual journey of 
joining the Catholic faith family.
